The history of using these lights dates back to the Achaemenid period and even earller
and was common until the first Pahlavi period. Due to their low weight, cheap fuel and
their flame retention in the humid environment of the aqueduct, they were used by v
aqueduct diggers (Muganis). 7
Castor oil was poured into it and a cotton wick was placed inside it. The special shape and
narrowing of the front of the lamp is intended to keep the wick steady and prevent it from
falling out or into the oil.
The big disadvantage of these lights is the high amount of smoke caused by burning oil.

: With the advent of oil wick lights (called Cheragh Mooshi (Mouse-shaped lamp)) and the
